 “Rear Screen Room HVAC Installation Criteria”
Dated June 1, 2010 is revised/replaced
Auxiliary HVAC Systems Criteria

1.
All auxiliary or second HVAC systems must be applied for and pre-approved by the 
Board of Directors prior to installation.

2.
Installation of auxiliary HVAC systems will be considered for, but not limited to, screen 
room conversions and bonus rooms.

3.
Any HVAC unit must not extend through the EXTERIOR walls or hang out or over any 
windows of the room.
4.
Mitsubishi Electric “mini-split” heat pump systems or systems of comparable capability 
and type will be the exclusive equipment considered satisfactory for installation.

5.
Installation of the exterior compressor/condenser portion of the HVAC unit shall be 
located in as close proximity to the existing unit as possible in the rear of the house, OR 
if installed by necessity on the side of the house; shall not be placed more than 15 feet 
forward from the rear of the house and not more than 4 feet from the foundation and shall 
be properly screened per covenants.  

6.
All electrical, refrigerant and condensate lines shall be hidden by false or “dummy” 
downspouts constructed of the same material and color of existing gutters.
7.
Homeowner shall obtain all appropriate permits from the County and provide same to the 
Board prior to final inspection and approval by the ACC and Board may be granted. 
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
