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Sunroom Design Criteria                                                                        
The purpose of this criteria is to protect property values of Hidden Pointe homeowners while allowing conversion of existing screened in porches to sunrooms. This will be accomplished by using pre-manufactured components designed to meet the specific needs of any given homeowner in accordance with the requirements listed below.

Sunroom conversions shall comply with all pertinent New Hanover County building codes, State and Federal regulations. It is the responsibility of the homeowner to insure the sunroom is built according to the plan submitted to and approved by the Hidden Pointe Board of Directors (BOD).

A time limit of one year from date of BOD approval will be permitted for construction of the sunroom. Upon completion of construction, it is the homeowner’s responsibility to contact the Chairman of the Architectural Control Committee (ACC) so a final review by the ACC can be conducted.
1. A sunroom shall only be installed as a replacement for an existing screened porch. Sunrooms will not be permitted to be built upon concrete patios or decks.
2. The sunroom may utilize the original components of the screened porch such as the door and screen supports.
3. Either horizontal or vertical window sliders may be utilized.
4. All framing shall be almond in color, consistent with the home’s exterior trim. This includes vinyl or aluminum covered wood support members or aluminum stock components. The exterior components shall only be factory colored components and are NOT allowed to be painted in place due to long term maintenance concerns.
5. Windows may be of glass or plastic (such as vinyl) film and can be either clear or gray tinted.
6. Kick plates, if utilized shall not exceed 18 inches in height and must be of tempered glass if glass sliders are installed. If vinyl film sliders are utilized then vinyl film can used in the kick plate. Solid (non see-thru) kick plates shall not exceed 4 inches in height. These requirements are intended to maximize the amount of “see through” surface area similar to the existing ~95% “see thru” area provided by the screened porch.
7. All screening must be the same on any given sunroom conversion and be either gray or charcoal fabric of a mesh similar in size to the existing screened porch.
8. A detailed drawing showing a side view of each wall of the proposed sunroom shall be provided for the BOD review. The drawing must contain all dimensions and detail the specific materials to be utilized.
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
