Mail Box Criteria


All mail boxes are provided by the developer in a “Cluster Box” format located in the mail room next to the clubhouse. This is a United States Postal Service (USPS) requirement for communities of 100 or more homes.  

Hardship / Medical Problems  (Taken verbatim from USPS website)
"Hardship or Medical Problems" is defined as an illness or handicap which would present a physical challenge for an individual to retrieve mail.

To request door delivery, you need to write a letter requesting this change and attach a statement from a Doctor. The Doctor's statement should indicate you are unable to collect your mail from a curb or centralized mailbox. Both your letter and the Doctor's statement must be sent to the Post Office that delivers your mail for approval or denial. Final determination on whether or not door delivery will be granted will be made by the Post Office.

Request letters should be addressed:

The request must be submitted and approved at the Magnolia Station Post Office at 8207 Market Street, in Porters Neck.


Once your request has been approved, a copy of your approval letter from the USPS must be submitted to the BOD.  


Two types of BLACK mail boxes are acceptable.  Either an upright mailbox, measuring  approximately 11”h x14.5”d x3.5”w  OR an elongated style, measuring approximately  14.5”h x11”d x3.5”w will be permitted.  Both models have magazine holder options.  This shall be affixed to the front porch wall within approximately 2 feet from the front door.


This exception to “Cluster Box” delivery is a personalized variance determined only by the USPS, for a single resident.  The mailbox must be removed, as per covenant Article X, Section 20, when either the intent is no longer necessary and/or upon the sale of the house to new occupants.
